Kingfisher.

Tree Creeper.

A well deserved name!
Mouse-like at first glance,
this little bird spirals its
way up trees in search of
insects and can often be
seen walking upside down
beneath branches.

Buzzard
A rare sight in Inishowen before the
1990s Buzzards, today, are often seen
circling on thermals above the Park.

Sand Hole Pool
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Wren.

A little bird with a loud voice!

Common Frog .

Living anything up to eight years, the frog can
breathe through its skin allowing it to hibernate
at the bottom of ponds, under mud etc.

Upper Main Street

Peacock Butterfly.

This beautiful creature is probably the longest
living of all Butterflies sometimes notching
up ten or eleven months — much of that time

spent hibernating.

Dipper
With its distinctive white
breast and “bobbing” motion
this little bird fishes from rocks in
fast flowing waters.

Upper Beech Pool

Woodmouse.
Widespread but shy and timid,
this attractive little rodent
makes its home in grassy banks.

Common Spotted Orchid.
(Leaf & Flower).

The fact that many orchids spend sever-
alyears underground before emerging and
flowering underlines the caveat - never pick

wild flowers!

Otter.

Seen mostly in the tidal reaches near the Castle
Bridge, these sleek creatures often stray upstream
to hunt in the Swan Park area.
